Description  This lab will introduce you to possible uses for Auto Start 

Workflow projects that monitor an email box ,  as well as ,  

integration with database stored procedures .  

You will build a process that m onitors an email box for 

incoming SEP notif ication s.  Once an email is received, the 

process will automatically create a task in the process 

manager to resolve the SEP  issue, the user will then click on 

a task to resolve the identified issue  and input its 

resolution.  The process will  log that information to a 

database by calling a stored procedure

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Auto Start From Email Workflow Project  

1. Create New Workflow Project  

1.1  Click the ñNewò icon to create a new project.  

 
1.2  Choose the ñWorkflowò project type, then name the project 

ñAutoStartFromEmailò and then click ñOKò 
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2. Enable Auto Start from Email  

2.1 Click on ñAutoStartFromEmailò at the top level of the project tree. 

 

2.2 Click on the ñPublishingò Tab the change the Workflow Type from ñWebserviceò 

to ñAuto Startò 
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2.3 Click back on the ñPrimary Modelò in the Project Tree to return to the 

Primary Model.  

 

2.4 Click on the ñImport Componentsò button to add an additional components .  
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2.5 The Add Library to Project Window Pops up, find and highlight the ñEmail.dllò 

and click the ñAddò Button, make sure that the email.dll is listed at the bottom 

before click ing ñOKò to add the library and close the window. 

 

2.6 Delete the Green Start Component
